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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is an 84-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV. This patient continues to follow the diet and continues to lose weight. Today, the patient comes to the practice with a body weight of 215 pounds; 2 pounds less than the last time and the laboratory workup showed that in the comprehensive metabolic profile the BUN is 50, creatinine is 2.6, estimated GFR is 23, and the BUN-to-creatinine ratio is increased; the patient is a little bit dry. Unfortunately, this time, we do not have a protein-to-creatinine ratio, but in May 2023, the protein-to-creatinine ratio was 166 mg/g of creatinine, which is within normal range. At this point, there is no evidence of a need for a renal replacement therapy. The CO2 is 21 and the potassium is within normal range.

2. Anemia of CKD. Hemoglobin is 11.4.

3. There is no evidence of hyperkalemia.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Hyperlipidemia under control.

6. The patient has what seems to be aortic murmur. He is followed by Dr. Bhandare on regular basis.

7. The patient is advised to continue doing what he is doing. He is functioning very well and following the recommendations. Hemoglobin A1c is below 6. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
