SIZEMORE, SHIRLEY
The patient is an 83-year-old woman, currently on hospice with diagnosis of vascular dementia. Since last evaluation, the patient has become less awake, less alert, less oriented. She was only oriented to person, but now at times, she does not know who she is. She has more confusion, decreased mentation associated with very advanced memory loss.
She is also not eating as much as she was. She is eating very little and requiring more oxygen at all times. She has lost 4 pounds since last certification. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is bladder and bowel incontinent and is bedbound and sleeping now 18 to 20 hours a day.

She is total ADL dependent as well. Her daughter is her primary caregiver. She had initially lost from 140 pounds to 100 pounds. Now, with extra weight loss, she weighs around 90 pounds which is a huge amount of weight loss for as little as she is.

Given above findings and the fact that she is showing gradual, steady and now more profound decline, makes her hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
