HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old little girl mother brings her in related to having bilateral eyes; she has sty on the upper lid on the left and on the lower lid on the right. Also, eyes have been inflamed with much erythema to the conjunctiva and also in the morning having a discharge and matted shut for the eyelids.

No other issues verbalized. She is not taking any medications for relief.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and other siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She follows my commands, allows me to interact with her without any interruption.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 35 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. She does not have any problems with her vision. There is obvious sty on the lower eyelid on the right and on the upper eyelid on the left. Much erythema to the right conjunctiva, right eye. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute right-sided conjunctivitis bacterial in nature. The patient will receive antibiotic therapy amoxicillin as well as gentamicin ophthalmic one drop every four hours until clear.

2. Right and left sided sty. The patient is to receive antibiotic therapy as above.

3. Good hand hygiene has been encouraged. Mother is going to monitor. They are going to return to the clinic if not improved.
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
