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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 85-year old Hispanic male with mesangioproliferative glomerulonephritis. There was also evidence of C3 deposition in the mesangial and subendothelium. The patient has significant proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio that was done on 09/22/2023 3200 mg/g of creatinine. This proteinuria has been oscillating. The patient has fluid retention. The recommendation is to decrease the fluid intake and restrict it to 40 ounces in 24 hours and take a Bumex 1 mg everyday. The patient has been given prednisone 5 mg every day and he has been tolerated without any complications.

2. The patient has a history of anemia. He went to the Florida Cancer Center infusions of albumin have been given. The latest laboratory workup that was done the hemoglobin is 11. He is no longer needing iron replacement. The patient was discharged from the Florida Cancer Center and we have to monitor the hemoglobin here. He was recommended to take 500 mg of vitamin B12.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today was 155/64.

4. Hyperuricemia that is under control. The administration of prednisone has improved significant frequency of the gout episodes. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup..

We invested 12 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
