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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 25-year-old white male that is kidney transplant patient. Unfortunately the patient developed BK virus and eventually developed progressive deterioration of the kidney function to the point that he has to back on dialysis. At the present time the creatinine is 6.79, the potassium 5.1, CO2 16, and phosphorous 5 and he is anemic with hemoglobin of 8.5, hematocrit 27 and he has a BMI that is 17.3. The body weight is 117 pounds. We do not have any other option to start the patient on dialysis. I am going to start titrating the administration of Everolimus to 1 mg p.o b.i.d and we are going to refer the case to the insurance company to approve him for dialysis and once he is approved for dialysis we will place a catheter as outpatient and we will star the hemodialysis as outpatient because the patient is in very stable condition.

I invested 6 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in discussing with the patient face-to-face the logistics and the reason behind the dialysis took me 30 minutes, the patient will be referred to transplant right away and the documentation of this is taking 10 minutes.
