Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a followup for Mr. Uran with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  Denies hospital admission.  They did a followup stress testing which apparently was negative, prior one 5 years ago.  He denies chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  No syncope.  Stable weight and appetite.  No bowel changes or bleeding.  No vomiting.  He has enlargement of the prostate, takes over-the-counter saw palmetto.  Denies infection, cloudiness, blood, nocturia or incontinence.  No major edema.  No smoking.  No claudication symptoms.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril and HCTZ, medication for dementia, cholesterol, also for hyperactivity disorder, takes two of them Ritalin as well as dextroamphetamine, for diabetes cholesterol including Farxiga.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 196, previously fluctuating between 188 and 205, blood pressure 128/74.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness.  No back discomfort.  I do not see major edema or gross neurological deficits.  No gross rigidity.  I do not see major tremors.

Labs:  The most recent chemistries September, no anemia.  Normal white blood cell.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine 1.5 baseline for a GFR of 48.  No major anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime, no progression, no symptom and no dialysis.

2. Probably diabetic nephropathy.

3. Hypertension well controlled.

4. Psychiatry issues including dementia stable.

5. Diabetes, tolerating Farxiga, no infection.

6. Other chemistries with kidney disease stable, do not require intervention.  Come back in six months.  All issues discussed with the patient.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
