Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mrs. Snuffer with advanced renal failure, prior dialysis, hypertension, small kidneys, total colectomy for Crohn’s disease, has an ileostomy.  Last visit in June.  Denies hospital admission, trying to keep her hydrated.  Appetite is fair given the restrictions, but denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No blood in the ileostomy.  No abdominal pain or fever.  No decrease in urination.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Noticed the vitamin D125, Rocaltrol, narcotics for pain control.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No blood pressure medicines.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 112/68.  Weight 181.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Alert and oriented x3.  No gross respiratory or cardiovascular abnormalities.  No abdominal tenderness.  No edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 2.4 slowly progressive overtime, GFR 20 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium in the upper side 10.2.  Normal phosphorus, PTH elevated 433, anemia 11.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, slowly progressive, but no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No volume overload.  No indication for dialysis.

2. Bilaterally small kidneys, prior hypertension presently in the low side.

3. Total colectomy Crohn’s disease, ileostomy, obligated losses.  Continue hydration.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism, calcium appears to be well controlled.  PTH remains elevated.  Continue to monitor might add Sensipar as that can be explained by the kidney abnormalities.
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5. Prior parathyroid surgery.
6. Solid abnormality in the right kidney, which was followed through the years, stable overtime.  If it is malignancy, is slowly progressive.

7. Very small kidney on the right comparing to the left.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 6 months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
