SYMPTOMS: None except that he occasionally gets bumps over the scalp especially after haircut and they sometimes itch and has been painful and they go away.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of hypothyroidism. He is on levothyroxine 50 mcg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: 

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 tall, weighing 148 pounds, and blood pressure 126/80.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of hypothyroidism.

2. History of lesion on the scalp maybe sebaceous cyst probably injected.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH once available, we will make further recommendations.
