HISTORY: This is a 56-year-old gentleman here for a followup. The patient stated that he was recently seen in the emergency room, diagnosed with reflux. He was placed on pantoprazole. He states he has been taking the medication, but with little relief. He noticed that symptoms are worse after drinking coffee or soda and with certain foods.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient stated that he has been losing a lot of hair and he states the middle of his head is partially bald and is about to see a specialist for hair transplant. He indicated that the specialist is going to see on 11/14/23. In the meantime, he was advised to start minoxidil 5 mg one daily until he is seen. He is requesting that prescription.

He reports epigastric pain. He described as burning, worse with lying flat and certain foods.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 129/78.

Pulse 79.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.
HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
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CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No distention. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with good range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Alopecia.

2. GERD.

3. Heartburn.

PLAN: I will send the patient to a GI specialist. He states his heartburn is failed with PPI. His H. pylori in the past has been negative. I prescribed the patient’s minoxidil 5 mg. He will take one p.o. daily for 30 days. He was given one refill and that should suffice until he sees the specialist for his hair transplant.

He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
