Ms. Ebbole is 62 years old. She has had breast cancer. She has had sinus surgery in 2001. She has anxiety and mild depression. Her med list reconciled. Ms. Ebbole had walking pneumonia in July 2023 and the patient appeared ill and was given doxycycline and steroids with improvement. Three months later the patient comes in with two to three day history of cough, congestion, sinus pain, and postnasal drainage and she states she has been using Astepro, Flonase and even Afrin at times. The patient has had two COVID shots, but has not had a flu shot. She is not allergic to flu shot. She feels when she was in college she got a measles shot following which she had lot of arthralgias and headaches and that is why she has hesitated, but agrees to get the flu shot this time. The patient feels the ears are clogged. There is increased wax in the left ear and swollen drum in the left ear and increased wax in the right ear. The patient will need a referral to see ENT because there is so much of pain. I am going to get her started on doxycycline. She will come for flu shot next week and she will see ENT, I will try to get her a referral.
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
