CHIEF COMPLAINT: “I have abscess on my left buttocks.”

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 67-year-old woman who appears much younger than stated age just got back from vacation in Cabo San Lucas. She had an irritated area over her left buttocks. At one time, it was more irritated, but it began better with some antibiotics she was putting on it, but she wants to have it checked.
There is no abscess. There is no drainage. She also got a shot of Rocephin on 09/12/2023. I told her where the injection site is much higher. If not, we do not give injections on the buttocks itself. This is most likely something she picked up an infection in Mexico or may be an insect bite. Pretty much, this does not look like MRSA. It is getting better. Again, there is no abscess formation. She is not diabetic. She would do well with some antibiotics in my opinion. The patient recently had COVID and bronchitis and she is doing much better now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia and hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, neck surgery, and knee surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine, lisinopril, Lipitor, Xyzal and aspirin.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Just had COVID.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 177 pounds, no change. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 97.5. Respirations 16. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 129/68.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Non-abscessed cellulitis consistent with insect bite over the left buttock.

2. Insect bite.

3. Cellulitis.

4. No abscess. 

5. No drainage.

6. Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with yogurt.

7. Call in three days if not improved. We will consider MRSA.

8. I do not believe the patient has MRSA. I believe it is an insect bite that has become infected.

9. She is not a diabetic.

10. Blood pressure is controlled.
