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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 73-year-old Hispanic female who was diagnosed with B-cell lymphoma by the gastroenterologist. The patient was referred to Dr. Riaz to the cancer center and she underwent chemotherapy.  The patient underwent GI evaluation and colonoscopy and under anesthesia polyps were removed. The patient is feeing so much better, stronger and she is CKD stage III A and we have a laboratory workup that was done on 05/25/2023 in which the serum creatinine was 1, BUN 14, the estimated GFR 55 mL/min. Serum potasisum, chloride, and CO2 within normal limits.

2. The patient does not have any evidence of anemia. The hemoglobin is 14.5 g% and the hematocrit 45%.

3. The serum calcium is 10. The hypercalcemia has disappeared.

4. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Blood pressure today 118/79. The body weight is 208 and BMI is 35. The patient was advised to be on the 200 pounds at all times in order to avoid problems with arthritis and the back pain.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. The patient has recovered completely. We are going to follow her in about five months with laboratory workup. The changes in lifestyle are necessary in order to continue with the recovery.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 17 minutes and documentation 7 minutes.
