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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 61-year-old Hispanic male that has type II diabetes that is very aggressive. The patient is legally blind. He is a case that has been suffering from diabetic retinopathy for lengthy period of time, however it got to the point that the treatments with Laser did not improve the condition. The patient comes today for followup of the condition. He is CKD stage II. The laboratory workup that was done on 09/29/2023 show that the BUN 29, serum creatinine 1.3, the estimated GFR 59. The patient has protein-to-creatinine ratio of 743 given the prior determination that was four to six weeks ago it was 2100.The patient is going to be started.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under fair control. This time the laboratory workup showed the presence of a hemoglobin A1c of 8.5. The patient knows that he has not been exercising because it is too hot outside and he is legally blind. Since that now the temperature is getting better he is going to start exercising again.

3. The patient has mixed hyperlipidemia. The total cholesterol 145, HDL 45 and LDL 72 and triglycerides 166 it is pretty much under control.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient had ultrasound of the kidney that was normal. As stated before we started the patient on Jardiance and the prescription was send to the pharmacy.
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
