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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 66-year-old white male the patient of Dr Yellu that is referred to this office for evaluation of the kidney function. The patient has history of hereditary hemochromatosis that has been diagnosed for almost two years and the patient has been treated with phlebotomist aggressively and at one time he was prescribed Jadenu. The prescription was given the first part of the year 2023 and Dr. Yellu noticed that there was increase in the serum creatinine and this decreased in the kidney function was most likely associated to secondary effect of this medication. The medication was stopped and the patient has been improving the kidney function. The latest evaluation was in 09/19/2023 and the patient has a serum creatinine of 0.91 mg/dL with a BUN 23 and estimated GFR of 93 mL/min. Unfortunately, we do not have urinalysis or determination of the protein and creatinine ratio or microalbuminuria and for that reason we are going to order these tests in order complete the assessment.

2. The patient has been diagnosed with liver cirrhosis without evidence of decompensation. This is mostly likely associated to the underlying disease. In the laboratory workup the liver function test are within normal limits. The patient has an albumin of 3.82, a globulin2.9, total protein 6.7, and bilirubin 0.45.

3. The patient has coronary disease. In October 2022 the patient had a cardiac catheterization and he had at the end two stents and it was necessary to put pacemaker implantation. The patient is followed by Dr. Bhandari.

4. COPD. This patient quit smoking more than 15 years ago, however, he smoked for lengthy period of time. He has been followed by Dr. Wong because of the presence of multiple nodules. An appointment is coming up. So far they have not been able to prove malignancy n any of the workup.

5. The patient has history of skin cancer that was recently removed from the left fourth arm. The patient continues to attend the Florida Cancer Center on regular basis and they are following him to prescribe or to perform phlebotomies. The patient does not drink alcohol and he has not been smoking for many years.

6. In summary the patient has CKD stage II. He has recovered and the kidney function and the most likely explanation is that his is associated to the administration of Jadenu once the medication was stopped the patient recovered the kidney function. Very seldom hemochromatosis has kidney manifestation, however, we are going to follow the case closely.
