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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old patient of Dr. Joshi that is followed in this office because of the presence of hypercalcemia. Knowing that the patient had elevation of PTH and tendency to have hypophosphatemia with thought of the possibility of primary hyperparathyroidism and for that reason we ordered the administration of Sensipar 30 mg every day. Today she comes for a followup. On 09/28/2023 the patient had serum calcium that is reported 10.1. In other words the Sensipar is working.

2. The patient has hyperkalemia. This hyperkalemia does not seem to be related to renal tubular acidosis. The CO2 is 28 and anion gap is 10. Could be it is affecting in the tubules of the kidney and in order to treat the hyperkalemia we are going to continue with low potassium diet and we are going to start the patient on metolazone 2.5 mg three times a week. Side effects of metolazone were explained to the patient.

3. The patient continues with serum creatinine that is 1, BUN 25 and the estimated GFR is 51, which is CKD stage IIIA.

4. The patient has memory impairment and had an MRI of the spine in which some irregularity in the adrenal glands was determined. We are going to order a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis without any contrast. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months.

I spend 20 minutes with the laboratory workup, 25 minutes with the patient and 10 minutes with the documentation.
