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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 81-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. He has some degree of nephrosclerosis associated to hypertension, hyperlipidemia, hyperuricemia and aging process. In the last two weeks he has been dealing with acute urinary retention. Two separate visits to the emergency room and during the last admission the patient was given a Foley catheter that he still has. He has an appointment with the urologist Dr. Arciola in order to continue the evaluation At one time this patient had significant elevation of the PSA and biopsies were negative. He continues to take tamsulosin.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. The patient has a history of kidney stones that are not acute and it is a remote history. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the emergency room visits emergent and the labs, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in documentation 7 minutes.
