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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was deployed to Iraq.  He was in the year between 2006 and 2007.  The patient was exposed to multiple explosives.  There are many explosions near him.  There were many IED explosions.  He cannot remember all the explosions, but he can remember two explosions that there was in RPG explosion that exploded right outside of his vehicle.  The shockwaves instantly hit him.  The patient becomes confused, disoriented and dazed out.  The patient was seeing stars.  There was another second episodic that he can clearly remember that then RPG was exploded when he was outside of the vehicle.  That was more serious.  The shockwave caused him confused and disoriented.  He was dazed.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  Constant significant headaches.
The patient currently has a lot of headaches.  The patient has headaches almost on a daily basis.  It is a fear, it is also mental fog.  He is not able to think strait.  Difficulty to concentrate.  He has significant memory loss.
The patient is currently working for University of Washington as an analyst.  He tells me that it is significantly affecting his work.  His migraines are affecting him to do his work.  His daily headaches are affecting his concentration.  He has difficulty to focus at work.  He interacts a lot to company workday.  He needs to take off two to four days a month, because of the severe head pain.  He has also memory problems.  He is not able to remember his task duties.
It is my opinion that he has continued to have traumatic brain injury.  The constant headaches, mental fogginess, confusion, and disorientation are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
MoCA examination, the patient scored 25/30.  Specifically, he missed 3 out of 5 on delay recall.  He missed one on orientation.  He also missed one on letter F.
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
