Dear Dr. Horsley:

This is a followup for Mr. Nicholson with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  Apparently heart block requiring pacemaker placement Midland Dr. Martindale.  No complications.  Presently no chest pain or palpitation.  Denies dyspnea.  Denies nausea, vomiting, bowel or urinary problems.  He lost temporal vision on the left eye.  No compromise central vision or any fields on the right eye, question stroke.  Bone density pending today.  Diabetes fluctuates in the morning before eating, 90s-100s through the day up to 200s.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  We stopped Celebrex on prior visit.  Remains on diabetes, cholesterol management, for blood pressure losartan, HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 167, blood pressure 154/60.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Device on the left upper chest.  Respiratory, cardiovascular, no major abnormalities, no ascites. No edema.  No focal motor deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, baseline creatinine 1.7 to 1.8, in October went up to 2.1 this will be rechecked.  Potassium upper normal 5.1. Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.9.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Heart block, pacemaker, question CVA, clinically stable.
2. Blood pressure in the office fair, needs to be checked at home.
3. Acute on chronic renal failure, off the Celebrex, according to his list.  Recheck chemistries.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Tolerating ARB among other diabetes, blood pressure, and cholesterol treatment.

4. Anemia without need for EPO.
5. Potassium in the upper side.
6. Other chemistries are stable. Come back in the next six months.  Chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
