HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 48-year-old male patient. He is here requesting a refill of medications. He has several issues as far as disorders of the bipolar and schizophrenia. He comes here to get his anti-anxiety medication Klonopin 0.025 mg twice a day. He is being handled by the Medical Professional Psychiatry at Tri-County. He is doing well. He has no other complaint today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure disorder, insomnia, anxiety, depression, and schizophrenia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He is not quitting at this time. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He carries himself well. He answers all my questions with competency. There are no tremors. He does not seem excessively anxious today.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/85. Pulse 91. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.6. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 213 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. 
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy. No thyromegaly.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Rate is 91. Regular rate and rhythm. 
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Once again looking at his extremities, he has +5 muscle strength. There are no tremors in his upper arms and he converses well with me today.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Schizophrenic disorder and anxiety. The patient will be given Klonopin 0.25 mg one p.o. b.i.d. x 30 days #60. He will return to clinic as needed.
