2. Congestion.

3. Nausea.

4. Vomiting.

5. Runny nose.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old child comes in today with the above mentioned symptoms for three days. The patient is alert and awake. He has not been eating. He has been having lot of secretions. Here in the office, he had a negative COVID and negative strep, but a positive Flu B. They are also out of nebulizer liquid.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. He lives with mother and father. No one smokes around him. COVID immunization – none.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, awake, and playful in the office, not septic appearing. 

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 34 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 122. 

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Negative meningismus.
LUNGS: Rhonchi, few wheezes.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu B is positive.

2. Treat the patient with Tamiflu 30 mg b.i.d. for five days.

3. Bromfed DM half a teaspoon every six to eight hours as needed for congestion.

4. Zofran half a teaspoon for nausea and vomiting.

5. Albuterol liquid per nebulizer with instruction.

6. If the child gets worse, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms, to return right away.
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
