HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having fever and throwing up. Apparently, she was exposed to the flu three to four days ago by a relative; they spent quite a bit of time at their house.

Also, has had some nausea and vomiting. Diminished appetite as well. Diminished activities. The patient’s mother states she seems very tired as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She seems very tired. She does not cry when I examined her ears. When we laid her down on the exam table, then she begins to be a bit fussy and starts to cry, which is to be expected. She is very clinging towards mother today in the exam room.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse mildly tachycardic. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9; the fever has been up to 101 at home. Oxygenating at 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area erythematous, however, no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic. Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN Soft and nontender.

LABS: Todaym include strep test and flu test. Strep test was negative. Flu test was positive for both influenza A and influenza B.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Influenza A and B. The patient will receive Tamiflu per weight protocol b.i.d. for five days.

I have also encouraged plenty of rest and plenty of fluids. Mother is going to monitor symptoms and then return to the clinic if needed.
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
