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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 83-year-old white female that is the patient of Dr. Khurana that is followed in this clinic because of the fluctuations in the GFR. We know that this patient has a normal retroperitoneal ultrasound and the urinary sediment fails to show the evidence of proteinuria or hematuria. She has pyuria without any symptoms. The protein-to-creatinine ratio remains pretty close to normal 274 and the albumin-to-creatinine ratio was reported on 10/03/2023, 11, which is within normal range. The serum creatinine is 1.5 and the estimated GFR this time is 33. The patient has remained in body weight of 127 pounds. She does not have any evidence of edema. For the time being, we are going to continue the close observation. We have to keep in mind that the patient has atrial fibrillation and has had supraventricular tachycardia and episodes of congestive heart failure in the past. The patient is followed by Dr. Siracuse. She continues to take the propafenone 150 mg on daily basis.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension that is under control. At the present time, the blood pressure is 140/65. The patient states that the blood pressure the systolic is between 120 and 130 most of the time.

3. The patient has vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Osteoporosis that is treated by the primary.

We invested 6 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 5 minutes in the documentation.
