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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 72-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient maintains a serum creatinine of 1.2 and estimated GFR of 48. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 262 mg/g of creatinine. Remains in stable condition.

2. The patient was fluid overloaded. She has been following low-sodium diet and fluid p.o. has been restricted to 40 ounces in 24 hours and the administration of furosemide 40 mg p.o. b.i.d. has made the difference that the patient has lost 11 pounds of weight. Her current weight is 182 pounds. The BMI is 31.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure reading today 119/76.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. Vitamin D supplementation.

6. Type II diabetes under control.

7. Remote history of gout. We are going to reevaluate the uric acid. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.

8. I have to point out that the CT of the pelvis fails to show any pathology different from severe osteopenia. The patient states that a bone density was done a year ago. We are going to talk to Ms. Carter, APRN who is the primary care to look into the osteopenia that was detected on the CT scan of the pelvis.
We spent 6 minutes reviewing the lab and, in documentation, we spent 7 minutes.
