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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 04/07/2011, the patient was in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that since that day, the patient had multiple exposures.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to six different IED explosion and blast.  The patient tells me that the patient had five IED blast, directly in the vehicle, directly under his seat. Three of those resulted and lost consciousness.  They all caused head injury.  The patient tells me that shock wave caused him to hit the head.  The patient tells me that he hit the metal portion side of the vehicle.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient when he woke up and loss of consciousness at that time patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had felt dizzy.  The patient tells me that one of the blast was just one meter away from him.  The patient tells me that these blast explosions were severe.  They cause significant symptoms after that such as severe headaches, confusion, and disorientation.

The patient currently has significant headache.  He has migraine headaches on every day basis.  The patient has short-term memory loss.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient is feeling difficulty in sleep.  The patient feels anxiety and depression symptoms.

The patient is currently a welder.  The patient tells me that his memory deficit is significant affecting him to do his work.  The patient has decreased ability to do measurements.  The patient would mix up numbers.  The patient is not able to perform his duties.  He expresses inability to do calculation.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus because of the headaches.

MOCA examination today is 26/30.  The patient missed three on delay recall.  The patient missed one on attention.
