Though there is no blockage of the artery, the patient has atherosclerosis that means she has atherosclerosis all over her body. I did lot of diet counseling especially getting rid of red meat and being on fruits and vegetables and other sources of protein. The patient understands that. She was given a Fluzone flu shot today. The patient’s blood pressure is under control. Her labs, because of the atherosclerosis, we tried to check the cholesterol level in her blood work. Somehow, we had ordered the labs, but the patient had not taken the lab slip that I had ordered and somebody from the office just gave some labs, but missed the lipid panel. Also, the patient had a problem with low potassium and was give potassium tablets. The potassium was 3.1 after her labs. So, the patient is given another basic metabolic panel that checks electrolytes and I also ordered a lipid panel and we will just proceed from there. I will see her in the office in a month.
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
