History: Ms. Saenz was seen today. Ms. Saenz saw Dr. Mays and Dr. Mays feels from cardiac standpoint everything is intact and no further testing was necessary. The patient states about two weeks ago she went to the emergency room because she noticed a lesion like a small boil erupting with redness around it on the lower one-third of the right ankle and they gave her Keflex and Bactrim DS. I told her that this is probably a staph or a strep and that she has to use mupirocin ointment around her nostril openings and to prevent this from happening. The patient had a PAD testing done that was essentially within normal limits. The patient still has back pain and Celebrex is not helping.
Ms. Saenz was complaining of fatigue and pain of radiculopathy. Dr. Mays suggested to decrease the carvedilol dose to half a tablet in the morning and whole in the evening instead of one twice a day. So, the patient will be taking half a tablet in the morning of carvedilol. We made this change in the med list. Rest all med list remains the same. She refuses the flu shot.
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
