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Patient Name: James Swart

Date of Exam: 10/12/2023

History: Mr. Swart was seen today. He was accompanied by his 8-year-old daughter. Mr. Swart complains of off and on pain going from his left side of his neck to his left upper extremity going all the way to the fingers. His range of motion of shoulder is normal, but cervical extension is painful. The C-spine lateral flexion is normal; the right lateral flexion is okay, but with the left lateral flexion, the patient has pain. I suspect cervical DJD and advised MRI. The patient states he is very busy, he has to travel and he wants to get started on some antiinflammatory and see how he does. Today, he gives me a history that he had a gunshot wound in 2010, when he was living in Louisiana and he states some fragments went up from the left side of his chest down possibly into the shoulder and he had some things coming out of his axilla too and he states that was all because of the gunshot wound and the fragments that had passed to different places. I did do EKG on him, which showed sinus rhythm within normal limits. He has had a lab work done this year. So, I have told him the need for MRI if possible. He will need MRI of the C-spine and it is possible he may need MRI of his left shoulder also. The patient understands plan of treatment. I am going to get him started on meloxicam and a Medrol Dosepak. The patient is under the care of Dr. Mahesh Dave for his ADD or mental health issues and I will see him in the office in a month. He is supposed to see Dr. Mahesh Dave in two weeks. This was a lengthy visit describing multiple issues. Afluria flu shot was given also.
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
