SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at subacute rehab. The patient today is feeling better. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. The patient has a known history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, COPD, adrenal insufficiency, hypothyroidism, schizophrenia, and bipolar. She also has history of necrotizing fasciitis requiring skin graft before at UMMC. She recently had osteomyelitis requiring IV antibiotic. The patient was hospitalized because of left lower pneumonia that has improved right lower tibia and fibula osteomyelitis but diagnosed in September 29th. While in the rehab unit, the patient was sent out to the hospital because of severe anemia. She was admitted to Union Memorial and required blood transfusion. After blood transfusion, she felt better and she was transferred back to the facility. Today, when I saw the patient, she is much better. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 147/87, pulse 83, temperature 97.5, respiration 20, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right leg with dressing and ACE wrap is in place. Left leg no edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Severe anemia status post blood transfusion.

2. Right lower extremity tibia fibula osteomyelitis.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

4. COPD.

5. GERD.

6. Hypothyroidism.

7. Schizophrenia.

8. Bipolar disorder.

9. History of opioid use disorder.
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PLAN: Current medications I have reviewed. She will be maintained and IV antibiotic will be continued. Lab, electrolytes, and CBC will be monitored. Recent lab today WBC 7.04, hemoglobin 9.0, hematocrit 29.3, sodium 149, potassium 4.1, chloride 107, CO2 25, BUN 11, and creatinine 0.7. Anemia is stable after transfusion. No other issues reported today discussed with nursing staff.
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
