CC: Pharmacy issue.
HPI: The patient is receiving Zoloft 50 mg q.d. and duloxetine 60 mg b.i.d. The patient was admitted on duloxetine prescribed by neurology, but ongoing complaints of depression. Zoloft 50 mg q.d. was added. Pharmacy has brought up the issue of risk of serotonin syndrome with the combination of these two medications. The patient has diagnoses of depression and anxiety disorder. The duloxetine did not alleviate her depression symptoms, so we will titrate that down decreasing it to 60 mg at 6 p.m. and continue with Zoloft 50 mg q.a.m. We will assess how she is doing on the two medications by themselves; if it is suboptimal benefit, then we will get rid of duloxetine and increase Zoloft to 100 mg q.d.
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
