HPI: An 86-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease is seen in her room. She is part of a Jack and Jill suite. Her room was cleaned. She was addressed, seated in her wheelchair that she propels herself around with her feet. I told her why I was there. I do not know that she remembered who I was and she starts in right away telling me that there was a woman who came into her room last night and got into bed next to her and would not get out. She told her that if you want to stay here you need to be quiet. So, she said she was, but then she started getting up and messing up the room. Ms. Yaniro’s focus is always on having her room cleaned and does not like that disturbed. She also has delusions or hallucinations that people are always coming into her room, sometimes men and sometimes women and while she initially started upset about this woman coming into her room last night by the end of it, it was okay if she stayed there. She has had no falls. No acute medical events to include UTIs this quarter. The patient is in a wheelchair that she propels around readily. She does not try to get out of it and walk around and she will let someone know what she needs when she needs it. She continues to have a lot of feist and it is actually fun to talk to and cooperative.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, chronic pain management, DM-II, HTN and WBC.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL, 1 mL t.i.d., Norvasc 10 mg q.d., metformin 1000 mg b.i.d. a.c. and 500 mg with dinner, metoprolol 50 mg q.d., oxycodone 5 mg b.i.d., Actos 45 mg q.d., and Zoloft 100 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NITROGLYCERIN and GLIPIZIDE.

DIET: NCS.
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CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older female seated in her wheelchair. She was dressed, but barefoot, propelling herself around. She was alert and began talking right away. She was able to listen when I needed to examine her.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 152/77, pulse 83, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 119.4 pounds relatively stable to 120 pounds in July.

RESPIRATORY: She cooperates with deep inspiration. Her lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is wiry, but has small amount of muscle mass, but good motor strength. She propels her wheelchair without difficulty. She moves her arms in a normal range of motion. She feeds herself. She is able to hold utensil.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Her speech is clear. She can ramble on. Apparent delusions per what she shares. She appears agitated at times, but not afraid and it is similar theme when she brings things up about people being in her room.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM-II. The patient is due for quarterly A1c which is ordered and we will adjust medications based on results next week.
2. Annual labs. CBC and CMP ordered.
