CHIEF COMPLAINT

Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 45-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizures since 2020.  The patient was told that he has tonic-clonic seizures.  He had generalized seizure.  The patient was evaluated by Sutter Health at Vallejo, California.  The patient tells me that he was dehydrated and had blood pressure changes.  The patient extensive workup include brain MRI, EEGs and had CT scan, which were negative.  The patient also to see another neurologist Dr. Vott.  The last seizure he had was in 2021.  The patient tells me that when he had seizure was during sleep.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. Seizure disorder.
2. Esophageal deviation.

3. Sleep apnea.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Keppra 750 mg two pills twice a day.
2. Fluticasone.
3. Multivitamins.

IMPRESSION

1. History of seizure disorder.  The patient was starting seizures in 2020.  The patient has told that he had tonic-clonic seizures.  The patient had extensive workup in Sutter Health in Vallejo, including brain MRI, EEG, and CT scan.  The patient has seen neurologist before, Dr. Vott.  The last seizure he had was in 2021.  The patient is fully stable on Keppra.
2. History of obstructive sleep apnea.  He tells me that he was seen in ENT specialist.
RECOMMENDATION:

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.
2. I will recommend the patient to increase the Keppra from 750 mg twice a day to 1000 mg twice a day.

3. The patient already had brain MRI, which was already pending.  So, he is planning to do them in November 2023.

4. I explained the patient common side effects from the medications.

5. Recommend the patient followup on December 4, 2023.
