HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 72-year-old divorced woman from Giddings, Texas. She has four children. She used to be a daycare worker. She is currently on hospice with history of heart failure.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Other medical issues include hypertension, weakness, orthopnea, PND, generalized anxiety disorder, and major depression.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Knee replacement, hiatal hernia surgery, and gallbladder surgery.
MEDICATIONS: See list.
ALLERGIES: None.
HOSPITALIZATION: Recently less than a year ago with myocardial infarction, stroke and congestive heart failure.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of cancer. Father died of coal mining accident.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Shortness of breath. Increased edema. Positive PND. Positive orthopnea. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. Positive weight loss. Positive symptoms of cor pulmonale, cannot rule out sleep apnea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/88. Pulse 82. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

NECK: Positive JVD.
LUNGS: Rhonchi and rales.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft, cannot rule out ascites and obese.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows 1+ edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Here, we have a 72-year-old woman with endstage congestive heart failure, currently on hospice. The patient lives in a group home. The caretaker tells me that she has become much more short of breath with activities. She is now bedbound mostly. She has had a hard time getting out of bed even to the chair. She does use oxygen when she wants to, but she insists on being wheeled to the outside so she can smoke that is the reason she is not using her oxygen on regular basis.

2. She also has orthopnea and PND. She has a KPS score of 40% and continues to decline as far as her heart failure is concerned. I do not have a current ejection fraction. I have asked for those records to be sent to me at this time.

3. The patient remains hospice appropriate.
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
