The patient presents with pain in the right fifth finger. She states she woke up with it. No history of trauma. Extreme tenderness to the right fifth metacarpophalangeal joint.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Early dementia per daughter; recently moved here to live with her.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above.
FAMILY HISTORY: As above.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Hand: Right fifth metacarpal with ventral displacement of proximal phalanx with extreme tenderness noted, raised, inflamed, tender lesion on the palmar surface of the hand overlying the ventral surface of metacarpophalangeal joint without definite fluctuance. Wrist, forearm, shoulder all within normal limits. Neurovascular: Within normal limits. Skin: Other than described lesion, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
The patient was given Toradol 50 mg IM *___142____* anesthesia without local _______ and attempted reduction of finger, but because of extreme pain reported by the patient with *___158____* with minimal pressure, no additional effort was made. The patient referred to emergency room for more evaluation with increased anesthesia for reduction.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Dislocation of right fifth metacarpal joint with history of Alzheimer's disease.
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
