SUBJECTIVE: Elderly male has been admitted to the nursing for continuation of care with multiple medical problems. The patient has ambulatory dysfunction, bilateral history of knee surgery, hyperlipidemia, hypercholesterolemia, and history of abdominal aortic aneurysm.

MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg daily, Lipitor 20 mg daily, multivitamin daily, ezetimibe 10 mg daily, nitroglycerin 0.4 mg sublingual p.r.n. x3 doses q.5 minutes if needed, metoprolol XL 50 daily, melatonin 3 mg at night, MiraLax 17 g daily, Dulcolax 5 mg p.r.n., ferrous sulfate 325 mg daily for supplement, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., Senna for constipation, calcium carbonate supplement daily, Aricept 10 mg daily for dementia, hydralazine 50 mg three times a day, and escitalopram 20 mg daily.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills. No significant complaint today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and lying on the bed watching. No acute distress. No complaint.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/84, pulse 60, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi at the bases but no wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x2.
