HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Morgan is a constructor worker. He does not like to go to the doctor, but then he has been sick for four weeks and decided to come see us. He has cough, congestion and trouble breathing. He has had issues with leg pain. He is under a lot of stress. He is going through divorce. At one time, he was told he had a fatty liver, but he has lost some weight and wants to make sure that that is doing okay. He does have some mild BPH symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None. He does not want to be COVID tested either.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has children, three kids. His wife is leaving him for another man. He does not smoke. He does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for diabetes and bladder cancer in his father that was very aggressive.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Cough, congestion, weight changes, dizziness, family history of bladder cancer, BPH symptoms, lymphadenopathy in his neck, leg pain and arm pain and under a lot of stress as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient weighs 249 pounds. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 20. Pulse 102. Blood pressure 132/71.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows decreased pulses.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Bronchitis.

3. Rocephin 1 g.

4. Decadron 8 mg.

5. Because of family history of bladder cancer, we looked at his bladder, abdomen and liver. He does have a slight fatty liver, otherwise within normal limits.

6. Echocardiogram reveals no evidence of RVH or LVH.

7. He will take Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and Bromfed DM at home.

8. Arm pain and leg pain most likely related to his work.

9. No DVT noted.

10. No PVD noted.

11. He is going through a lot of issues at this time because of his divorce.

12. Lymphadenopathy in the neck secondary to sinusitis.

13. Thyroid looks normal on the ultrasound. No thyromegaly noted.

14. Nausea related to current infection. Gallbladder looks normal.

15. Because of family history of bladder cancer, we looked at his bladder once again within normal limits.

16. Findings discussed with the patient at length.

17. Come back in three days if not any better.

ADDENDUM: Chest x-ray shows bronchitis, secretion retention, no pneumonia.
