Mr. Jones was seen today. Initially, he was seen for thrombocytosis. A recent evaluation with a CBC was done at your office on October 6, which showed hemoglobin of 14, platelet count was 293, which has now come back to normal limit; it used to be 890,000 one month ago. His iron was low at 31, saturation was 9% suggestive of iron deficiency, which was the reason for the reactive thrombocytosis. Now, hemoglobin has normalized since he is on iron, his iron would go up as well and platelets have normalized, so he would not need any more followup for this reason.
