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The patient tells me that she was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient states in 2010, the patient was in West Point Academy, New York.  The patient tells me that she was in training. The patient was in the boxing classes.  The patient was repetitively getting punched in the face and the head.  The patient would repetitively get hit in the head.  It was a combative training.  The patient got knocked down to the ground several times.  The patient tells me that she did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient had confusion, disorientation, and severe headaches from the multiple punches to the head.  The patient also tells me that she was exposed to marksmanship range, with explosives to hand grenade blast, machine guns and pistols.  The patient also exposed to antitank missiles.  The patient believed that those exposures to these weapons have caused her to have more head injury.  The patient also tells me that in the summer of 2011, the patient was in exercise, again that was an exercise for chokehold.  The patient was chokeheld, to the point that she was out of consciousness.

The patient currently has significant headaches.  The patient has almost headaches a lot.  The patient has irritability and trouble sleeping.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has concentration difficulty.  The patient also has anxiety symptoms.

The patient is in the army active duty.  The patient is civil affair officer.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has irritability at work.  The headache is affecting her concentration and focus at work.  The patient is not able to perform well at work.
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
