Dear Dr. Hersey:

This is a letter on behalf of Mr. Spiekerman.  I talked to you on October 17, upcoming left shoulder surgery.  I am seeing him for chronic kidney disease likely from diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, presently stage IV with a GFR around 20.  There have been no major symptoms and no significant electrolytes or acid base abnormalities with stable edema around 12.  From the renal standpoint, I have no contraindication from procedure.  We are avoiding antiinflammatory agents.  If you need antibiotic prophylaxis given his prior history of MRSA, please use daptomycin and avoid vancomycin.  He needs upcoming surgery to control symptoms and hopefully able to restart work or if that is not possible to apply for disability.  If I can be of any further assistance, please do not hesitate to contact me.
