Thank you for your continued support.

This 77-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She has recently have diagnosis of early-stage breast cancer the lesion was T2N0. The patient had lobular carcinoma grade II with lymphocytic infiltration and invasion of the skin dermis it was 3 x 2.7 x 1.7 cm in size. The patient also had margin of excision positive. The patient pathology report came back as T2N0 ER positive at 95%, ER 15%, HER-2/neu was negative, and Ki was 25%. She has right breast mass, which was benign fibroadipose tissue. Her lymph nodes were negative. The patient subsequently had radiation altogether 35 treatment with Dr. Morton. She also sees Dr. Dawn Klemow at UT Southwest. The patient was placed by me on Arimidex, which is taking. She is here today for Reclast infusion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 77-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighing 128 pounds and blood pressure 134/83.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Early-stage breast cancer status post lumpectomy, radiation, and now she is on Arimidex.

2. Osteoporosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw her for CBC, CMP, lipid and then gave her 5 mg of Reclast in 250 mg sodium chloride over two hours.
