The patient is seen with pain right fifth finger. She states she woke up with pain without history of trauma.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Early dementia per family.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Right fifth metacarpophalangeal joint with ventral displacement of proximal phalanx. Remainder of exam including head, eyes, ears, nose, throat, neck, back, lungs, heart, abdomen: All within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Probable apparent dislocation right fifth metacarpophalangeal joint, with history of dementia and Alzheimer's.

PLAN: The patient was given Toradol 10 mg IM for pain, attempted reduction without digital anesthesia with pain reported 9/10 with minimal pressure because of discomfort. The patient was advised to go to the emergency room for further evaluation with reduction with additional sedation.
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
