CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 57-year-old female seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 57-year-old female who reports history of a slip and fall. She states that she has had chronic dizziness such that she has to sleep with three pillows. She has had no orthopnea or PND. She further denies chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Vertigo.

2. Glaucoma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2.
MEDICATIONS: Timolol maleate one drop in each eye b.i.d., Optive Fusion one drop in each eye b.i.d., and betahistine b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had coronary artery disease, hypertension, and endstage renal disease. Mother had hypertension, diabetes, and congestive heart failure.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarettes, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: There has been no change in weight. No fever or chills.

HEENT: She has history of slip and fall with trauma to the head.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Ears: She has vertigo.
Cardiac: She has symptoms of orthopnea/dizziness and as such uses three pillows.
Neurologic: She has had headache, vertigo, dizziness and incoordination.
Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is a pleasant female who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 119/65, pulse 82, respiratory rate 16, height 62”, and weight 127.8 pounds.

Remainder of examination is unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Glaucoma.

2. Benign positional vertigo.

3. History of slip and fall.

PLAN:
1. Referred to Dr. Melanie Hom to evaluate glaucoma.

2. Lab work: CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, FIT.
3. Referred to Dr. Ralph Peterson for colonoscopy.
4. Referred for mammogram.

5. Follow up in four to six months.
