CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 59-year-old Filipino female complained of left-sided weakness and numbness.

HPI: The patient reports symptoms of left-sided weakness and numbness beginning in September 2017. She underwent CT/MRI. She was found to have a meningioma. She then underwent surgery in October 2017. Post surgery, she has worsening weakness and numbness. Symptoms have progressively worsened. She further reports back pain which she rates at 8/10. Back pain is worsened with walking.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Meningoma.
2. Hypertension.
3. Seizure disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cholecystectomy.

2. Resection of meningioma.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Vimpat 100 mg one b.i.d.

2. Amlodipine 5 mg one daily.

3. Colcrys over-the-counter.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had coronary artery disease and hypertension. Father with coronary artery disease, hypertension and chronic kidney disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: The patient’s weight has been up and down. She further reports generalized weakness and leg numbness.

HEENT: As noted, she has had head surgery/brain surgery. Oral Cavity: She has dentures.

Gastrointestinal: She has had cholecystectomy.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 153/81, pulse 91, respiratory rate 16, height 62.7” and weight 159 pounds.

Neurologic: She has left hemiparesis.

Extremities: Revealed 1+ pitting edema.

IMPRESSION:

1. Left hemiparesis.

2. Seizure disorder.

3. Edema.

4. History of meningioma.

PLAN:
1. Mammogram.

2. We will refer to Dr. Ralph Peterson for colonoscopy.

3. CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, FIT, echocardiogram, CT of the brain to evaluate the left hemiparesis, X-ray of the LS-spine for back pain.

4. Prescription Vimpat 100 mg one b.i.d. #180 and amlodipine 5 mg one p.o. daily #90.
