PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Stable.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema but no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, left-sided weakness, left arm, and left leg unable to move.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Acute CVA.

2. Right anterior cerebral artery.

3. Left side weakness.

4. Hypertension.

5. Coronary artery disease.

6. Diabetes mellitus.

7. Asthma.

8. History of CKD stage III.

9. History of depression.

10. Previous right ACA stroke but new stroke with right MCA.

PLAN: Today will be new MCA stroke resulting in significant left side weakness. She has previous old right ACA stroke and history of atrial fibrillation.
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She is not on anticoagulation because of frequent fall. I have reviewed all the medications. We will continue her current medications. Followup lab electrolytes and fall precautions. Care plan discussed with the patient and the nursing staff.
