HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 13-year-old male patient here today complaining of sore throat, body aches, chills, fever up to 100.1 and also complains of right ear pain and nausea. He has had these symptoms for several days, seems to be getting a bit worse today, he decided to be evaluated, he is here with his mother.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No know drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Negative for any drugs or alcohol.

A complete review of systems was done on this patient, all negative except for what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented although he does look tired. He tells me that he is nauseated.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/66. Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4 Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 125.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present, right side is worse than left. Oropharyngeal area erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Borderline tachycardic at 100. Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are within normal limits.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and strep test and they are negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Right sided otitis media and acute pharyngitis. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d x 10 days.

2. Nausea. Zofran 4 mg p.o. b.i.d. #6 p.r.n. nausea.

3. Cough. Bromfed DM 10 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n. cough, 180 mL.

He is going to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest. Monitor symptoms. Return to the clinic if needed.
