HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-month-old little girl mother brings her in. She is concerning that her little one has been coughing and she was exposed to someone who had strep throat. So, she wants her evaluated today.

She has not described any symptoms of extended coughing. No change in her play habits. She has great eye contact. She takes all fluids. She is bottle fed at this point. She takes that very well. Normal wet diapers on a daily basis. No change in her bowel or bladder function as far as the mother can tell.

No other issues verbalized. No inconsolable crying.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has an issue with her heart. She is under care of specialists, pediatric cardiology.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No know drug allergies

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert. She interacts well with me. She smiles as I approach her. She does not appear to be in any distress. In fact, if anything, she is very playful with me today.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 18. Temperature 98. Oxygenating at 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area very mild erythema. Nothing ominous. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Today, include a strep test, it was negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is an unremarkable physical exam. Mother is going to take her home and make sure she gets lots of rest and lots of fluids and, if anything symptomatically will come up, mother is going to give us a call, but as far I am concerned, she does not need any antibiotics today. She seems like a healthy little girl.
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
