Father has not noticed any change in his play habit. He runs well. There does not appear to be any pain down at the testicle area. He has no change in his bowel or bladder habit. Once again, father brings him in due to seeing the right testicle area of the scrotum actually bruised. He noticed that yesterday. There is absolutely no pain. Normal voiding. Normal bowel movements. No other issue. There is a little area of irritation looking as though it is a small pimple. Apparently, his son has been scratching that that could be owing to the bruising as well.

This patient is eating well. He plays well. There is no other complaint today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 115. Respirations 16. Temperature 97. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 31 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears and Throat: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmurs.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

GENITAL: Examination of the genitalia, he is circumcised. Examination of the scrotum and testicles, cremasteric reflex is present bilaterally. As far as manipulating either testicle, there is no pain elicited. This is a normal exam today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Small bruise at the scrotum, resolved as of now. Father just wanted him to be checked. No medications are given. He can return to the clinic p.r.n. and if symptoms return.
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
