CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of weight loss, generalized weakness, skin rashes, and followup for rectal cancer.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been losing weight for past three weeks and the patient was seen by gastroenterologist and he is going to have endoscopy done. The patient denied any diarrhea or blood in the stools.
The patient complained of generalized weakness because of the poor appetite, but he does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath.

The patient had dryness of the skin especially both the arms and he had a similar problem last year and it was improved with hydrocortisone 2.5% cream.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, active bleeding per rectum, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for rectal cancer status post bowel resection with colostomy bag.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone. He has no history of alcohol use or substance abuse; however, the patient smoked four or five cigarettes a day. Currently, he is not able to work.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and colostomy bag is in place without any bleeding and has soft brown stools.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any weakness.

Skin examination reveals papular rash and it is pruritic. There are no open wounds or cellulitis.
