Dear Ms. Bell:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Park with hypertension, history of kidney stones and history of acute renal insufficiency currently with normal renal function.  His last visit was one year ago.  He has been feeling well.  His weight is up 5 pounds over the last year.  No hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, foaminess or blood.  No edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and the only change is rosuvastatin 20 mg every other day and he is also on carvedilol, low dose aspirin and a multivitamin daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 215 pounds, pulse 69, oxygen saturation is 94% on room air, blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff is 122/64.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft, obese and nontender.  No peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 13, 2023, creatinine is stable at 1.17, estimated GFR is greater than 60, electrolytes are normal, calcium is 9.4, albumin is 4.3, PSA normal at 1.6, hemoglobin is 16.4 with normal white count, platelets are better than they were last year there are 141,000 and last year 131,000 so they had been mildly decreased for about two years.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension which is well controlled.

2. History of kidney stones none currently and no symptoms within the last year.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done annually and he will have a followup visit in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
