Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Kniffen who has obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit April.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Doing catheterization four or five times a day, do not reuse, isolated urinary tract infection, treated with antibiotics.  I am not aware of bacteria, isolated, urinary volume the same.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  He states to be eating well.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He has a chronic back pain, goes to the chiropractor.  Recent radiation to the right-sided sciatic.  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, Norvasc.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 154/76, weight is 264.  Tall, large and obese person.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No abdominal or back tenderness.  Obesity of the abdomen, no ascites.  No major edema or neurological deficit.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Creatinine at 2, which is baseline for a GFR of 34 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes normal.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia or minor at 13.1.  Prior PTH mildly elevated 75.  Normal phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy.

2. Enlargement of the prostate, urinary retention, self catheterization, off and on urinary tract infection, follows urology Dr. Mills.

3. CKD stage IIIB stable overtime, no indication for dialysis.

4. Blood pressure in the office high, check it at home before change medications.

5. Mild metabolic acidosis.

6. Other chemistries associated to kidney disease, appears to be stable.

7. Obesity.

8. Chronic back pain right-sided sciatic.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  All issues discussed with the patient and wife.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
