CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dryness of the skin.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has a small area on the right arm, which is dry skin and itching, but there is no bleeding and has no pus in it. The patient had this lesion for several months and he has not noticed any new lesions.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, open wounds or contact with any infections or allergies.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
